Writing a Summary (cp. GREEN LINE Oberstufe p. 267)
· A summary is a shortened restatement of the theme and main ideas of a text, book, or movie. It is usually between one third and one fifth of the length of the original (if the number of words required isn’t given)

· Find the main ideas of the text, book, or movie and structure them in a logical order

· Write a summary: 

· The first sentence should include the title, the publishing year and the main theme Roddy Doyle; 2008, biographical story Irish freedom fighter Henry Smart
· LANGUAGE: 

Link the aspects with connectives and subordinate clauses adverbial clauses, relative clauses, participle constructions, gerund etc.)

· Use the present tense

· Omniscient perspective

· DO NOT retell what happens in the story but choose the most important aspects and link them, so the reader can understand the plot and gets interested in finding out more. 

· DO NOT present your personal opinion unless it is asked for

· Read your summary and check BOTH language and content

Roddy Doyle’s novel ”A Star Called Henry”, which was published in 2008, revolves around  Henry Smart Jr., who was born and bred in Dublin at the turn of the last century. Being born into Ireland’s fight for independence, Henry becomes a successful soldier of the Irish forces. 

In this passage of the novel Henry’s parents, Melody and Henry Smart Sen., return to their new home in Silver Alley after the celebrations of their wedding day. Although the room is sparsely furnished and shows their poor background, the married couple is happy. They do not even worry about Costello, a Dublin policeman, who collects their rent and shows a little too much interest in Melody and her husband for Henry Sen. himself can take care of things as he assassinates people for a local brothel owner called Dolly Oblong.
