1. Have you noticed? The cowboys who appear in the old westerns that are so often still shown on our television screens always seem to be white men.
2. In fact, however, many of the young men who worked as cowboys in the 'Wild West' were black, some were Mexican, and – most especially in Indian Territory (which is now called Oklahoma) - a great many of the cowboys who were employed on the cattle ranches were American Indians.
3. The picture that is presented in traditional westerns of white cowboys who fought against wild Indian warriors is really just a myth of the Wild West.
4. The idea became popular because the stories that excite us most often show a kind of 'battle' that is fought between good and evil; many of the best stories that have ever been written are like this.
5. So in cowboy films, the characters that were chosen as heroes were, of course, the cowboys, while the Indians (who looked wild and fierce) were naturally 'ideal' as their enemies! The entertainment value that was achieved in this way was considerable.
6. In reality, cowboys that rode north with their cattle often had to pass through Indian country. They would certainly not have wanted to make trouble with the local people that lived in these areas.
