· 1534: Jacques Cartier landed at Gaspé and claimed the land in the name of King Francis I of France

· 1763: Treaty of Paris → New France was ceded to the British

· 1791: Dispartment into Upper and Lower Canada

· 1840: Reunion of Upper and Lower Canada (Act of Union)

· 1867: Entering into the Confederation with Nova Scotia and New Brunswick 

→ Canada East became the province of Quebec

· 1927: Decision about the border between Labrador and Quebec by the Judicial Commettee of the British Privy Council
